Characteristics of breed:

GENERAL APPEARANCE

The Saarloos Wolfdog is a strongly
built dog whose outer appearance
(body build, movement and coat) are
reminiscent of a wolf.

BEHAVIOUR/TEMPERAMENT:

A lively dog, bursting with energy,
with evidence of a proud independent
character. He obeys only of his own
free will; he is not submissive. The
suppression of this inclination, for
Instance through lack of freedom in a
dog kept on a lead, can make his
behaviour appear nervous.

Height at withers:
Varies in the Saarloos Wolfdog,.

Male dogs: from 65 to 75 cm.
Bitches: from 60 to 70 cm.

Important proportions:

The Saarlooswolfdog is longer
than its height. The upper jaw
and skull have a relation in length
of 1 to 1 to each other.
